Niels West
was born in Bornholm, Denmark in
1916. Denmark was occupied by
Germany and in 1943 Niels escaped
by paddling a kayak across the Bal-
tic Sea to the Swedish coast. In
Halsingborg, Sweden, he met
Brigitta (Itta) Rappe who became
his wife and lifelong helpmate.

They had a son, Hans and daugh-
ter, Christina (b

in 2003. In 1951 Niels sailed to
America and completed his medical
training and found a position at the
Beaver Medical Clinic in Redlands,
California where he worked for
many years, retiring at age 65 in
1981. Niels was a very competent
orthopedic surgeon but his real pas-
sion was horses and riding them.
Niels enjoyed endurance riding and
he finished the 100 mile Tevis Cup
Ride three different times earning
a silver belt buckle in 1965, 66 and
67. He was also a long time mem-
ber of the Rim of the World Riders.
Niels became interested in Gaited
Horses and bought some Peruvian
Pasos. Then he discovered Ice-
landics and it was love at first sight.
He bought some from Viking Saga
and retired to southern Oregon
where he and Itta founded Red Hill
Ranch. Initially they focused on
raising Icelandic sheep and horses.
